In Honor Of The Occasion, Boyds Presents Theodore!

0 how’d this whole bear thing come about? On

November 13, 1902, President Teddy Roosevelt
and his entourage arrived in Mississippi for a weekend
hunting trip. The hunting trip turned out to be a bust
(didn’t see hide nor hair of a bear!). A few folks from
the group decided to rustle up a bear cub, tie it to a tree,
and offer it up to Teddy for target practice.

Cartoonist
Clifford Berryman was the artist responsible for the sketch,
entitled “Drawing the Line in Mississippi.”

truthfulness, and joy. of Teddy Roosevelt as
well as other patriotic figures, like Uncle Sam, and
came to symbolize love and joy.

The country fell in love with Teddy’s little bear, and a
smart couple up in NYC decided to recreate the cartoon
character in plush form. The Michtoms sold the teddy
in their candy storefront window—needless to say, the
cute and cuddly toy sold like hot cakes. They got
permission from the President his veddy self
to name the toy “Teddy’s Bear” and the teddy
bear was born!

So what are the Folks at Boyds doin’ during
this anniversary year? First off, we participated
in The Pennsylvania Teddy Bear Project,
sponsored by Teddy Bear & Friends magazine.
What was that all about? The State Museum
in Harrisburg exhibited the work of
Pennsylvania bear makers (includin’

through January 15, 2002, and
for the 2001 Christmas season,
bears and bear ornaments from
Pennsylvania (including Boyds!)
decorated the Governor’s Residence.

A social worker from NYC sent a thoughtful e-mail to our veddy own TDS LeFaerie. We were so honored
by her words that we’ve decided to reprint it here for our extended Boyds Family to enjoy.

Dear Boyds,

I am a social worker, and | just came back from doing some
volunteer work for the Salvation Army in NYC with families
of the disaster victims. | wanted to tell you about the impact
your bears have had...

Everyone wants one—and that includes the adults. You can see

people holding on to those bears as they wait in long lines for help.

A widow who is four months pregnant took one for her
unborn child (and one for herself)—it will be her child’s first
teddy bear.

A widow with three children took four. Initially she was only
going to take one for each of the children, but the look on her
face when | offered her one for herself was indescribable.
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Another woman’s sister had been killed at Windows on the
World, and this woman is now raising her sister’s children.
The oldest child is afraid to have her leave home because she
might not come back. I told her to use a bear with this child
to provide something soft and cuddly for those times that she
needed to be away.

Two girls whose parents were in a long line for the Red Cross
were wandering around crying, looking for bears. What a
pleasure to be able to give them each one!

Tell your line workers and your management: these bears
are making a difference.
